| understand there is also a bill changing the definition of taxable income for the purposes of the
Commonwealth Seniors Health Care Card.

I have paid tax all my life, salary-sacrificed wages into my super fund in order to better support myself in my
retirement years, paid tax on my superannuation — now, like so many other SFR, we see our money
diminishing due to the global financial crisis. We don't qualify for any govt. stimulus money, which went to
only some sections of the community. So why do we once again have to be targeted ?

I hope you consider the plight of the SFR and give some consideration to helping them support themselves
and not be a further drain on the govt. “coffers”.
