
If there is the slightest truth in Noel Whittaker's article in the last Sunday Mail regarding the intention to 
remove imputation credits for Shareholders, the Government is making a hugh mistake, which will not only 
cost them heavily at the ballot box, but will put a hugh number of self funded retirees onto the pension. 
Self funded retirees remove some of the pension burden from Government, and also reduce the cost of 
providing health care for the majority of them, as most are at an advance age.
